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If your child has any of these symptoms It is best that he/she stay home for 24 hours. If the symptoms
are severe or persist for more than 24 hours, you should contact your Dr. Children sometimes use
illness as an excuse to miss school. On the other hand, some children force themselves to go to
school even though they are sick. There may be times that your child does not show signs of the
above-noted symptoms but may be ill. It is up to you to be alert to your child's health and to decide
when it is best to send him/her to school. Generally, your child may return to school when he/she is
free of signs of illness.
