The Benefits of Being Multilingual
According the the U.S Department of Education…..

● It strengthens cognitive abilities such as thinking, reasoning and 
remembering

● Multilingual kids tend to be more flexible when thinking through problems
● Helps to maintain with family, culture and community
● Multilingual adults may have more job opportunities than monolingual 

adults
