2020 Maryland Green Schools Announced
MAEOE Certifies Fox Chapel Elementary School as Maryland Green School

Baltimore, Maryland — (June 1, 2020) — Today, the Maryland Association for
Environmental and Outdoor Education (MAEOE) announced Fox Chapel Elementary
School has been certified as a 2020 Mary land Green School. The Maryland Green
School program has 656 schools with 46 new schools and 104 recertifying schools.

This award signifies that Fox
Chapel Elementary School has made a commitment to developing stewards of the earth
and reducing the environmental impact of the school.
